The mission of the National Corvette Museum is to educate worldwide 
audiences on the evolution of the Corvette—America’s Sports Car—

through collection, preservation, and celebration of its legacy.

OUR MISSION

The National Corvette Museum began as an idea among members 
of the National Corvette Restorers’ Society (NCRS). In the mid-1980s, 

the NCRS sought ways to ensure the preservation of literature and 
technical documents essential for Corvette restorers. To meet this 

need, the club’s Board of Directors authorized a committee to explore 
creating a nonprofit foundation that would establish a Corvette 

technical library. Many committee members were intrigued by the 
possibility that the library could also become a museum. As planning 

for the foundation continued, the NCRS forged partnerships with 
other museum supporters in Bowling Green, including those from the 
Corvette assembly plant and the Chamber of Commerce. At a meeting 

in January 1990, the NCRS committee approved Bowling Green as 
the location of the future museum. The National Corvette Museum 
officially opened its doors in August 1994 and has been welcoming 

Corvette fans and car enthusiasts ever since.
